Zanesville, OH ð It was mile 13 and I was over four hours into the race.  
It was an event I probably never should have entered.  My knees were 
shot and my legs were cramping.  After doz-
ens of obstacles and endless hills I could hear 
the music blaring alluringly from the finish 
line just a mile away.  Then I came out of the 
woods and there it was:  the dreaded bucket 
carry -- 85 pounds of gravel carried a quarter-
mile down and back up a hill.  I filled my 
bucket and began.  But after just a few sec-
onds I stopped, exhausted.  I dropped to one 
knee and put the bucket on my other knee.  òI 
canõt do thisó I thought to myself.  I was 
about to give up.  After two years and hun-
dreds of workouts, I was going to drop my 
bucket and walk off the course. 

As I stood up to return my bucket, there he was.  He was bald, had an 
earring and a big smile.  òYou can do this,ó he said, looking me square 
in the eye.  He probably saw the doubt on my face and then he said, 
òIõll do it with you.ó  So I nodded my head and off we went together.  
He walked beside me and spoke encouraging words to me.  He stood 
patiently by every time I stopped to catch my breath.  Upon reaching 
the end and dumping our buckets, I croaked òThank you.ó  He smiled 
and ran off.  I never got his name. 

Something unusual happened last night at our weekly deacon -led 
prayer meeting.  For some reason, everything we shared felt over-
whelming.  We discussed the plight of the homeless, the escalating de-
terioration of our parentsõ health, and other issues that seemed impos-
sible to manage.  Meanwhile, I kept feeling sadness and despair over 
other seemingly insurmountable issues:  the broken political system in 
our country, for example, and global issues of hate and violence.

As a matter of fact, when we sign on to 
follow Christ we are promised we will face these too -big-to-handle issues.  So God tells us to pray 
and not be anxious.  Because anxiety accomplishes nothing and eventually causes people to get 
angry, frustrated and contentious.  So we pray, speak the truth in love and ð most of all ð expect the 
Spirit of God to step in and help us face our difficulties.  And He may not be bald and wear an 
earring, but He will help us overcome our obstacles and reach the finish line.
